Context

Since the start of Donald Trump’s second presidential administration in January
2025, the United States federal government has increasingly promoted anti-
immigrant, anti-research, and anti-free speech policies and rhetoric. People who
voice opinions that are unpopular with the current administration are being silenced
and retaliated against with visa revocations and detention without due process of law.

Due process is a legal principle in the United States that ensures all people are treated
fairly within the judicial system and helps protect people from arbitrary government
actions. Due process extends to citizens and non-citizens alike. Habeas corpus is a
cornerstone of due process. It ensures that no person -- citizen or not — can be held
by the government without the right to challenge the legality of their detention before
a Judge. It is a critical safety valve that helps protect against detention based on
unlawful or discriminatory grounds. Whether the government is detaining someone
at Guantanamo Bay or in an ICE detention facility, habeas corpus is a constitutionally
guaranteed pathway to a fair legal process.

Basic Summary

e In March 2025, Riimeysa was unlawfully arrested and detained by U.S.
Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE). The federal government had
revoked her student visa without her knowledge.

e The government revoked Riimeysa’s visa and arrested and detained her in
retaliation for co-writing an opinion piece that was published in her student
newspaper the previous year.

e Riimeysa was sent to a for-profit ICE prison in Louisiana for 45 days before being
released on bail by a federal court judge. She has not been charged with or
accused of any crime.

o For-profit prisons are known for various human rights violations — including
deprivation of basic human necessities, abusive and discriminatory treatment,
and medical neglect and mistreatment.

e Riimeysa argues that because the government retaliated against her for co-writing
the op-ed, her constitutional right to free speech was violated. She also argues that
she was unlawfully arrested and detained, and that her student record should be
restored.

e Riimeysa’s legal case is ongoing in both federal court and immigration court.

o The U.S. Constitution creates three branches of federal government: Art I
(Congress, which is the Senate and the House), Art II (the Executive Branch,
which is run by the President), and Art III (the Judiciary). The federal court
system, which hears cases involving writs of habeas corpus, among other
claims, is therefore a separate branch of government that is independent of the
President and Congress.

o There is also an immigration court within the U.S. Department of Justice,
which hears the cases of noncitizens regarding issues like deportation and
asylum applications. The immigration court is within Art II, is overseen by the
U.S. Attorney General, and is not independent of the President.

Timeline

On March 21, 2025, the federal government revoked Riimeysa’s F-1 student visa
without her knowledge.

On March 25, Riimeysa was seized and arrested by six armed and masked
plainclothes ICE agents on the sidewalk outside her apartment in Somerville,
Massachusetts. She was forced into an unmarked car.

Hours after her detention, the government terminated her student record in the
Student and Exchange Visitor Information System (SEVIS).

The government had targeted Riimeysa in retaliation for co-authoring an opinion
piece published in her student newspaper in March 2024.

The opinion article urged Tufts University to listen to its undergraduate student
body regarding three democratic resolutions the Tufts Community Union Senate
had recently passed. The piece asked the Tufts administration to affirm the equal
dignity and humanity of all people, including acknowledging the Palestinian
genocide.

One year after co-writing the op-ed, Riimeysa was doxed by Canary Mission, an
anonymously-run and controversial website that publishes the personal
information of students, professors, and organizations that it claims to be anti-
Israel or antisemitic. The U.S. government admitted that ICE used Canary
Mission to gather information to identify and potentially deport activists,
including Riimeysa.

Upon her detention, Riimeysa’s attorney filed a petition for a writ of habeas
corpus, claiming she was being detained unlawfully.

A federal court ordered that Riimeysa not be moved out of the state of
Massachusetts without 48 hours’ notice.

Unbeknownst to the Court and Riimeysa’s attorney, Riimeysa was in a van in
Vermont at the time that order was issued. That was because ICE covertly moved
her from Somerville to Methuen, Massachusetts, to Lebanon, New Hampshire;
then to St. Albans, Vermont; then to Atlanta, Georgia; and finally, to Louisiana.
For nearly 24 hours, Riimeysa’s attorney was unable to locate her.

On March 26, she was flown to Louisiana. Once there, she was held at the South
Louisiana ICE Processing Center.

On March 28, her legal team filed an amended habeas petition and complaint
with the federal court in the District of Massachusetts, challenging her detention
by ICE. They claimed she was held in violation of the First Amendment to the U.S.
Constitution, which guarantees free speech to everyone in the United States.

On April 4, the U.S. District Court in Massachusetts decided Riimeysa's federal
case should continue in Vermont. This is because she was in Vermont when the
habeas was filed.

According to the Washington Post, in a memo written by the State Department
before Riimeysa's arrest, the State Department determined that the Trump
administration had not produced any evidence showing that she engaged in
antisemitic activities or made public statements indicating support for a terrorist

On April 16, an immigration judge in Louisiana denied Riimeysa bond.

On April 18, the U.S. District Court in Vermont agreed that Riimeysa’s federal
case should continue in Vermont. The Judge ordered government agents to
transfer her from Louisiana to Vermont no later than May 1.

The federal government appealed to the Second Circuit Court of Appeals (which
hears appeals from cases tried in district courts within its jurisdiction, including
the District of Vermont) seeking to keep Riimeysa detained in Louisiana, and
sought a stay of the District Court’s ruling while that appeal was pending.

On May 7, after hearing arguments, the Second Circuit Court of Appeals denied
the federal government’s request for a stay of the transfer order pending the
appeal and ordered the federal government to comply with the lower court’s
ruling to move Riimeysa from Louisiana to Vermont within one week.

In the interests of time, Riimeysa waived the right to be physically present at her
bail hearing, which was held on May 9 in Vermont. At that hearing, the judge
ordered her to be released immediately.

On May 10, Riimeysa flew from Louisiana back to Boston Logan Airport, where
she spoke at a press conference with her lawyers and several elected officials.

In total, Riimeysa was unlawfully held in ICE detention in Louisiana for 45 days.

Riimeysa returned to her studies at Tufts, where she continues to pursue her PhD
in the school’s Eliot-Pearson Department of Child Study and Human
Development.

On July 17, Vanity Fair and the Tufts Daily co-published an essay by Riimeysa,
detailing her dreadful experiences and highlighting the plight of the women with
whom she was imprisoned.

On August 18, the District Court in Vermont ordered that Riimeysa’s claims
related to restoring her SEVIS record be separated from the habeas case in
Vermont.

The SEVIS claim has been transferred to the District Court in Massachusetts.

On September 30, the Second Circuit heard the government’s appeal of the
District Court in Vermont’s transfer order. A decision is now pending from that
Court.

Also on September 30, in a separate case brought by the Knight First
Amendment Institute on behalf of the American Association of University
Professors and other plaintiffs, a federal judge released an opinion holding that
the defendant officials pursued a policy of arresting, detaining, and deporting
noncitizen students and faculty who engaged in pro-Palestinian protest, that the
purpose of this policy was to chill pro-Palestinian speech and speech critical of
Israel, and that the policy is impermissibly viewpoint discriminatory in violation
the First Amendment. Riimeysa is not a plaintiff in this case.
o During the trial, the assistant special agent in charge in Boston who
oversaw Riimeysa’s arrest said “I didn’t see anything in the op-ed that
suggested she’d committed a crime.”

e On December 8, a federal district court issued a preliminary injunction ordering
the federal government to restore Riimeysa Oztiirk’s SEVIS student record, which
was unlawfully terminated. The reactivation of the SEVIS record will allow Ms.
Oztiirk to participate in employment and research experiences that are integral to
her graduate studies.

e Riimeysa’s legal case now continues in four venues:

Immigration court

Federal District Court in Vermont
Federal District Court in Massachusetts
Second Circuit Court of Appeals

Efforts to target me because of my op-ed in the Tufts Daily
calling for the equal dignity and humanity of all people will not deter me from my
commitment to advocate for the rights of youth and children.”

Remarks at Logan Airport, May 10:
“Thank you everyone for all your support and love.

In the last 45 days I lost both my freedom and also my education during a crucial
time

for my doctoral studies. I am so excited to get back to my studies, community,
friends, professors, and my students. My dear professor and labmates are here today
so I just want to highlight that and thank them. With my incredibly talented lawyer
team, Jessie, Mahsa, and many more, I will continue my case in court.

I came to the United States to pursue my graduate studies, learn and grow as a
scholar, and to contribute to the child development field with my research, teaching,
and applied work. America is the greatest democracy the world, and I believe in those
values that we share. I have faith in the American system of justice.

This has been a very difficult time for me, for my community, for my community at
Tufts, and in Tiirkiye, but I am so grateful for all the support, kindness and care. My
advisor sent me my dissertation proposal to the prison. My lab mates have been
reading me books on the phone, my department, professors, students have sent me so
many letters of support so much love and comforting words. My union organized on
my behalf of me and international students with so much effort love and care. I had
so many lovely people sending me letters and comforting words.

And finally, I would also like to remind one more time, please don’t forget about all
these wonderful women in the immigration detention systems. I was so tired of
witnessing cries and pain that can be all preventable. Thank you.”

September 30: “Writing is the heart of freedom of expression,” said Riimeysa
Oztiirk following arguments in the Second Circuit. “Unbelievably, it was my
writing—a single opinion piece, published in our student newspaper—that led to my
arrest and ultimately landed me in a damp, crowded, and inhumane ICE for- profit
prison for 45 days this spring. Despite my experience, I remain hopeful that our
world can become a gentler and more peaceful place, and I hope others who hear my
story know that we all have the power to make it so. Doing so starts with speaking up
about injustice when we see it. From ICE prisons where children are kept to children
of war and conflict, oppression is global and connected, and so our response and
compassion must be equally universal. As my case continues to move forward, I am
grateful for the outpouring of support and expect to see the basic principles of our
democracy prevail.”

December 8: "My student SEVIS record was unlawfully canceled by the
government for co-authoring an op-ed in which I advocated for equal dignity and
humanity for all — and after eight long months, that record will now finally be
restored,” said Riimeysa Oztiirk. “Going through this brutality, which began with
my unlawful arrest and 45 days of detention at a shameful for-profit ICE prison in
Louisiana, I feel more connected to everyone whose educational rights are being
denied — especially in Gaza, where countless scholars have been murdered and every
university has been intentionally destroyed. Here in the US, it is truly sad how much
valuable knowledge is currently being lost due to the widespread fear of punishment



within the academic community. I hope one day we can create a world where
everyone uses education to learn, connect, civically engage and benefit others —
rather than criminalize and punish those whose opinions differ from our own. While I
am grateful for the Court's decision, I still feel a great deal of grief for all the
educational rights I have been arbitrarily denied as a scholar and a woman in my final
year of doctoral studies. Nonetheless, this decision gives me hope, and I earnestly
hope that no one else experiences the injustices I have suffered."”

7 Mayis’ta, argiimanlar dinledikten sonra, Ikinci Temyiz Mahkemesi federal
hiikiimetin, temyiz siireci devam ederken nakil emrinin yiiriitiillmesinin
durdurulmasi talebini reddetti ve federal hiikiimete, alt mahkemenin kararina
uyarak Riimeysa’nin Louisiana’dan Vermont’a bir hafta icinde gotiiriilmesini
emretti.

Zaman tasarrufu agisindan, Riimeysa 9 Mayis’ta Vermont’ta yapilan kefalet
durusmasinda fiziken hazir bulunma hakkindan feragat etti. O durusmada,
yargic onun derhal serbest birakilmasina karar verdi.

10 Mayis’ta Riimeysa, Louisiana’dan Boston Logan Havalimani’na geldi;
burada avukatlar1 ve birkag secilmis yetkiliyle birlikte bir basin toplantisinda
konustu.

Toplamda Riimeysa, Louisiana’daki ICE gozalti merkezinde 45 giin boyunca
hukuka aykir sekilde tutuldu.

Riimeysa, Tufts Universitesi’'ndeki 6grenimine geri donmiis olup okulun Eliot-
Pearson Cocuk Calismalar ve Insan Gelisimi Boliimii'nde doktora
calismalarina devam etmektedir.
