Re:  Public Records Request Related to “Rock the Fort” and “Rock Beyond Belief”
Dear Secretary McHugh,

Last fall, we wrote to you to express deep concern about an evangelical Christian concert that
was held on base at Fort Bragg on September 25, 2010. You may recall that according to a letter sent
on Department of the Army letterhead by Chaplain Colonel David P. Hillis (see enclosed letter), that
event was not an occasion at which Fort Bragg simply opened the base to an outside group to express
the outside group’s individual ideas in a limited public forum. Rather, the Department of the Army
itself was involved in sponsoring and planning the religious event.

In his letter, Colonel Hillis stated that the event, entitled “Rock the Fort,” was “evangelistic
in nature.” Further, Colonel Hillis invited local ministers to participate in the event in order to “work
together in this unifying Christian event.” Documents that we received in response to a public
records request demonstrate that not only did the event take place, but Colonel Hillis and other Army
officials, including Colonel Stephen J. Sicinski, were instrumental in (1) organizing the event; (2)
tracking its success; (3) issuing a media release and otherwise engaging with the media about the
event; and (4) notably, creating a budget and coordinating funding for the event. Excerpts of relevant
correspondence are enclosed. See e.g. FOIA FA-11-0190 at page 10 (Colonel Hillis noting his




preference for securing a particular Christian rock band); page 14 (Chaplain Scott Kennedy noting
that “the target audience is young Soldiers™); page [5 (Chaplain Egert noting, “When LTG Helmick
saw the concert on the calendar this morning COL Sicinski told him it was a Christian concert.
Helmick responded with one word: ‘Great!” It’s a go! PTL!™); page 30-31 (Army officials
coordinating funding and devising budget); page 34 (Army officials discussing the launch of a
“publicity plan for Rock the Fort™); page 38 (Memorandum of Instruction for Rock the Fort concert,
outlining “support requirements,” including budget); page 51 (Army’s “Media Release” regarding
Rock the Fort concert, noting that “the Fort Bragg Garrison Religious Support Office will host a Fort
Bragg/Fayetteville Community-wide Christian ‘Rock the Fort’ concert”).

In your response letters to us dated November 1 and 3, 2010, you stated that you “requested a
written After Action Review (AAR), detailing the Fort Bragg support provided to the ‘Rock the Fort’
event, the cost of such support and information regarding how the installation addressed similar
requests from other religious entities over the past year.” This letter serves as a follow-up
Freedom of Information Act (“FOJA”) request, pursuant to 5 U.S.C. § 552 and the Department
of Justice implementing regulations, 28 C.F.R § 16.11 for all documents related to that AAR.

As noted in the ACLU of North Carolina’s letter dated October 5, 2010, we believe that the
actions of Colonel Hillis and the Department of the Army, in coordinating, planning and supporting
last year’s Rock the Fort concert, violated the Establishment Clause of the First Amendment to the
United States Constitution. The United States Supreme Court has noted that “[w]hatever else the
Establishment Clause may mean (and we have held it to mean no official preference even for religion
over nonreligion, see, e.g., Texas Monthly, Inc. v. Bullock, 489 U.S. 1, 109 S.Ct. 890, 103 L.Ed.2d 1
(1989)), it certainly means at the very least that government may not demonstrate a preference for
one particular sect or creed (including a preference for Christianity over other religions).” County of
Allegheny v. ACLU Greater Pittsburgh Chapter, 492 U.S. 573, 605 (1989). See also Larson v.
Valente, 456 U.S. 228, 244 (1982) (“The clearest command of the Establishment Clause is that one
religious denomination cannot be officially preferred over another.”). Religious endorsement is also
forbidden in the statements of government officials, such as those found in Colonel Hillis’s letter,
referenced above, as well as in the countless emails obtained through our public records request. See
N.C. Civil Liberties Union v. Constangy, 947 F.2d 1145, 1152-53 (striking down judge’s practice of
opening court with a prayer).

Further, we remind you that it is no defense to argue that soldiers and their families were not
coerced to participate in the event (even if that were in fact the case, although there appears to be
evidence of coercion as well). Although coercion is “sufficient” to prove an Establishment Clause
violation, it is “not necessary.” Lee v. Weisman, 505 U.S. 577, 604 (1992) (Blackmun, J.,
concurring); see also County of Allegheny, 492 U.S. at 597 n.47 (rejecting the defendants’ argument
that proof of coercion should be required in Establishment Clause cases); Sch. Dist. of Abington Twp.
v. Schempp, 374 U.S. 203, 224-25 (1963); Engel v. Vitale, 370 U.S. 421, 430 (1962). Any time the
government puts its stamp of approval on religious activity, it creates an atmosphere of coercion in
which individuals must choose between participating against their will and protesting in
embarrassment. Lee, 505 U.S. at 592.

Finally, in addition to Establishment Clause violations that appear to have occurred in
connection with the Rock the Fort concert, we seek additional documents in order to determine
whether the Army is also violating the free speech rights of Sergeant Justin Griffith, an atheist
serviceman who is seeking to host a concert at Fort Bragg, entitled “Rock Beyond Belief.” We seek
information to determine whether Fort Bragg is extending support to Rock Beyond Belief that is




substantially similar to that provided to Rock the Fort. We also seek information to determine
whether Fort Bragg is imposing requirements on Rock Beyond Belief that are more restrictive than
those imposed on Rock the Fort.

Consequently, in addition to the request set forth above, this letter constitutes a FOIA
Request for the following:

e  All documents related to any funding sources for the Rock Beyond Belief event;

e  All correspondence to, from and between any official of the Department of the
Army related to the Rock Beyond Belief event; and

e  All documents related to Fort Bragg’s compliance with the First Amendment to the
United States Constitution, as well as all relevant DOD Directives, including DOD
Directive 5410.18.

In addition to the document requests set forth in this letter, we also want to follow up on
documents requested in the ACLU of North Carolina’s October 5, 2010 letter. It appears that we

have not received the following documents:

e All policies and procedures related to the authority of military chaplains to
coordinate, sponsor and promote overtly religious events.

Please provide a response to this request by Friday, April 22, 2011. Thank you again for
your consideration of this letter.
